· Groups of students from grade 1-4
· Creating a business to raise money for a charity
· 23 Schools across Canada are starting EAG clubs.  RJ is the only school in Rockyview that is participating.  
· All profits from the RJ group will be going to the Children’s Hospital
· They will be raising money by selling floats
· They are asking Student Council for a loan to cover the costs of the supplies.

· Focus on early literacy, early numeracy, sensory play, creative expression

· May 17 will be the school dance.  Nadine will book the DJ.  Nicole will investigate the pop, chips and chocolate bars.  600 tickets were sold last year.
· Sue has asked for money for sports equipment.  Nicole motions to have council allocate $1500 for sports equipment.  Seconded by Katherine CARRIED (Council will reimburse the school after the items are bought)
