· Special Lunch – Subway.  Healthy Hunger is giving the school a $100 rebate to cover the cost of food the school used when Subway did not deliver on the schedule day.  Juliet was there the whole day when Subway did not deliver.  Juliet is going to cancel the second date for Subway to be used for Fun Lunch.
Initiatives:
· Read-a-thon Incentive: 
· Dress up your teacher – Fashion Show.  A blackout on a student’s bingo card means they can bring an item of clothing to dress up their teacher with.
7. Trustee Report – Melissa Bowen
· Rockyview School Board will be changing their banking to Royal Bank.  All schools will also change over their bank accounts to Royal Bank.  There will be a $10 million line of credit to help cover payout of teacher’s summer salaries.
· Feb. 8 the student calendar was approved for the next 2 years.  Highlights included:  school starts after the Sept. long weekend, Christmas break is Dec. 21-Jan 7, Spring break will be attached to Easter, 9 PD days, and last day of school will be June 26.  A total number of school days is 182 for K-9 and 183 for grade 10-12.  For 2018-2019 the Christmas break will be Dec. 20-Jan. 6 and last day of school will be June 26.
· Transportation – 
i) The first survey about transportation has already gone out.  The second survey will go out in March.  Board deliberation is slated for April 12.  
ii) The carbon levy will cost RVS about $360,000 per year.  New transportation fee replacement grant is based on 2015/16 frees and students counts, requiring RVS to find about $200,000.
iii) Bill 1:  Act to reduce school frees removed board’s ability to charge fees to transportation students living 2.4km or greater from designated school
iv) Options: 
(1) Pick up urban students to fill rural buses - savings $150,000. Con= longer bus ride time
(2) refrain from entering rural cul-de-sacs unless the length exceeds 800m - savings $150,000. Con = students will have to walk
(3) adjust school bell times to accommodate more double runs - save $500,000. Con=families may need to adjust their routines.  Start time between 8 to 9am. 
(4) adjust school bell times to accommodate triple runs – save $400,000.  Con=families may need to adjust their routines.  Start time between 8-9:20am.
(5) consistent finish times from Mon. to Fri. - save $250,000.  Con=families may have to adjust their routines 
(6) move closet bus stop to 2.4Km from all schools (currently 1.5km for K-8 and 2km for 9-12) - save $320,000.  Con=more parents may choose to drive children to school, increasing traffic congestion
(7)  increase rural ride time – save $100,000.  Con=rural students maybe required to ride the bus for up to 180 minutes each day.
(8) Transfer revenues from instruction to cover transportation deficit – save up to $1 million.  Con – reduction in teachers, support staff, administration, and supplies.
