4. Associate Superintendent Murry Besenski – gathering input for new principle
· Next year RJ Hawkey will be having a new principle.  Mr. Besenski is looking for input into what parents are looking for in a new principle.  In three categories: 1) characteristics 2) items we want continued at the school, and 3) next steps for your school.  
· Parent input

If the hire is external the person may not be able to visit the school before the fall.  If no one is found who is suitable then the post will be relisted.

5. Dan McEwing – Meadow Brook parent council member
· Dan thanks the student council for hiring him to DJ RJ’s school dance
· Meadow Brook will have a new principle next year

· Meadow Brook’s AGM is June 13

· Meadow Brook’s casino is Nov. 5 & 6.  They need 32 volunteers.  Dan was looking for people from RJ to volunteer for the casino.  

6. Teacher presentation – Mr. Park and Mrs. Cunard
· Mr. Park’s wife borrowed Bots from RVS for her class.  Mr. Park and Mrs. Cunard decided to borrow the Bots for their classes for a couple weeks in May.

· Mrs. Brochu helped them with the coding

· There are many benefits for the Bot and the coding that is used for them.  The students learn problem solving, co-operation, coding, confidence, critical thinking,

· Code is a skill that will help many children in their future careers

· Coding apps include Tynker, Xcode, Code Spark, Swift Playground

· The current iPad that the school has is outdated for coding.  The grade 4 teachers are looking for funding to buy 12 iPads, 12 protective cases, and 12 iPad pencils.  iPads will cost $429ea, cases are $54.95ea and iPad pencils are $129.99ea.  The total would be $7368.

· The goal is for Mr. Park and Mrs. Cunard to learn coding and then pass on their knowledge to other teachers is RJ.

7. Trustee Report – Melissa Bowen

· Windsong’s attendance boundary is going to be adjusted
· Rockyview is starting to discuss their 4-year plan.  This will be shared with schools in October

· The Vice-chair position is getting a raise of $2500.  The vice-chair’s responsibilities have increased over the last year.

· Transportation survey will be sent out June 15

· 2018-2019 operating budget include: and increase of 1057 students next year, 3.1% revenue increase, K-9 will have 25 classes, high school will need 5.9 more teachers, classroom improvement fund will be $20,000 per school.

· The superintendent will announce new bell times by the end of May

· The classroom improvement fund is used to help give teachers relief from their work load.  This year the money was used for staffing.  RJ was able to have a part-time gym teacher.  This gave the teachers the opportunity uses their class’s gym time to work on parental portal, report cards…. etc.
