5. Teacher report – Peter Holteen
Mr. Holteen is helping to educate parents and teacher on using the new Power School Program.  The program gives teachers the ability to enter information and grade for every student so that parents can see how their children are progressing in their class.  It gives the parent an opportunity to have discussions with their children about their current schooling without having to wait for report cards.  Already about 160 parents have signed up for the portal.  Mr. Holteen is continuing his training on the new system.  He will be advising teacher and parents on the system.
Mr. Holteen show his own child’s Power School to highlight the different areas for parents to look at.  

1. After signing into the child’s Power School you than click on (i) in the T1 Column.  (T1 is Term 1)
2. You are then taken into that subject.  

· The 1st column under assignments is the date.
· The second column is Category.  The Category will either be Show Time which means that assignment is finished or Practice which means the assignment is still on going.

· The third column is the assignment topic. 
· The fourth is Flags.  This includes standard/outcome and flags.  (there is a legend further down the page to show the meaning of the symbols)

· The fifth is Grade.  This can be the typical grading that is the same as the report cards or a number out of 3.  

· The last column is i.  You can click on the view to see any feedback the teacher has left
